Required revisions:

1. Show the proposed path of travel for the authorized collector. Provide adequate room for waste collection trucks to pick up and empty containers. The path of travel must accommodate the required width, turning radius, and overhead clearances of the collector’s vehicle (MMC 5-5.113 (c)).
a. Include the circulation plan in the application and include the turning radii for the waste hauler vehicle path. 

2. Enclosure shall have a wash system (MMC 5-5.103 (97)).

Recommended revisions:. 

1. Indicate the circulation plan for this site. Show the entrance/exit for the solid waste truck. The recommended minimum turning radius is as follows: 
a. Provide a minimum vehicle turning radius of 34 feet for the inside wheel and 50 feet for the outside wheel. 
b. Provide a 25-foot overhead clearance above the enclosure area so that hauler vehicles can access and empty the containers therein.

Comments (please acknowledge that you have read the following):

1. Garbage, recycling, and organic standard containers shall not be placed or allowed to remain in or on any street or alley public right-of-way, except within twenty-four (24) hours prior to and following service day or as otherwise authorized by the Public Works Director (MMC 5-5.120).

2. Solid Waste enclosures shall be located for convenient tenant access. Enclosures
should not be blocked with parking spaces or interfere with on-site circulation.

3. Container(s) shall be stored inside of an enclosure or solid waste room at all times except on collection day (MMC 5-5.120 (c)).

4. Every producer of solid waste must segregate garbage, recycling, and organics (MMC 5-5.105).

5. The solid waste hauler will review the enclosure size and circulation plan prior to issuance of a building permit.

a. Tier 1 and Tier 2 Commercial Edible Food Generators are required to annually report their donations to the City of Modesto (MMC 5-5.103 (21) and MMC 5-5.122).  
b. Food Recovery Organizations and Food Recovery Services are required to maintain records via a contract or written agreement and provide these documents for review upon request (MMC 5-5.103 (44), MMC 5-5.103 (45), and MMC 5-5.123).
